Northeastern Local School
District has a possible one-
time opportunity to secure
$44 million in state funding
through the Ohio Tobacco
Settlement Funds to build
two new school campuses
forits students. The cost to
renovate our current
buildings is more than 2/3
the cost to replace the
buildings.

Our vote to support the
additional 59% needed to
build the new schools will
be held in November.

The new buildings would
offer our students and staff
additional teaching and
learning tools, brighter
environments, advanced
technology, safe hallways,
and much needed space.
