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Honda Research & Development
Visits Northridye Elementary

Mrs. Unger's Science classes had a special treat this week. Two gentlemen from Honda Research and
Development, Mr. Mike Unger and Mr. Jeb Elasasser, brought in a miniature wind tunnel to help the students
understand the design process. The students were divided into teams and given the task of designing a fuel
efficient car. The students had to work with their team to sketch their car design and then build their prototypes
using clay and pine derby cars. After the prototypes were completed, each team put the car into the wind
tunnel to measure the force of air on the car. Students had to record their test results and then make
modifications to the cars for a second test. The students then analyzed the data to see if their modifications
were successful. Many Science standards were covered during this "hands on" activity. The students were all
very well behaved and seemed to really enjoy all aspects of the lesson. As an added bonus, the students all
received a Honda R & D souvenir pencil bag filled with a ruler, pencil, eraser, and pencil sharpener What a
fantastic way to end the class Science unit!!

Before making the
design, the students were presented with a list of materials that would be available: tape, popsicle sticks,
toothpicks, modeling clay, yarn, and paper towel rolls. The students worked in small groups to draw up a
blueprint for their invention and included a materials list. The students then went to work on physically
designing their inventions and coming up with a name for the ir inventions. The students were very creative!!

They also spent time this grading period building bridges. The students worked in small cooperative groups in
an attempt to build the strongest bridge. The students were given two pieces of paper, play -doh, and six
straws. While building their bridges the students had to write out the steps they took to build the bridges.
They checked the strength of their bridge by the number of pennies it could hold before collapsing. The
strongest bridge was able to hold 471 pennies!
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
