From the youth it is very encouraging to hear
their comments saying things such as they learned to get along better at home and they feel more prepared with peer resistance skills.
The last night of the series is usually bittersweet as we've all gotten to know each other fairly well and have shared fears, anxieties and
concerns. ltis helpful for folks to realize that other families have struggles too and that we are not alone....the important thing is to keep
trying.0

Families also participated in the program last school year at our South Vienna Middle School. Northeastern Local looks forward to
continuing our partnership with Strengthening Families and we hope as the program continues to grow in awareness, our families will
continue to benefit from the communication skills and closer relationships this program promotes, encourages and strengthens.
