Two Civil War soldiers, Private Bill Cash 
and Sgt. Dex Nordquist of the Ohio 9th 
Infantry Regiment dressed in full 
reenactment uniforms and equipped with 
19th Century tools of a soldier, including 
authentic rifles, tent, cooking utensils and 
other time period necessities were there 
to greet the children outside of their 
encampment.   
 
The students were taken back in time to a 
period of American history, which they 
had been briefly introduced to in class. 
The students were able to ask many 
questions and experience the not-as-
easy-as-it-looks marching formations and 
the unusual foods that were cooked over 
an open. 
 
They watched how the soldiers loaded 
and shot their rifles.  They were shown 
various equipment and learned reasons 
for the various uniform designs, including 
the horseshoes mounted to the bottom of 

the soldierôs shoes to help keep their soles

Springfield, 1849 In 1849, 

one hundred and sixty-one years ago this 
month, the little town of Springfield was visited 
by "cholera" and it took a disastrous hold on 
the inhabitants here. Its ravages continued for 
nearly ten weeks and the largest number of 
persons that died in one day was seven. The 
total number of victims that died was seventy-
five. It was not the first time that Springfield 
had a cholera visitation. 

Due to the vigilance of the authorities in those 
days, Springfield adopted some very effective 
sanitary measures and the town escaped the 
visitation of that terrible scourge during the 
year of 1832 and also the following year.  

 

   I want to express my heartfelt thanks and 
appreciation to Ms. Darcy Ark and her 8th 
grade class at Reid Middle School. Darcy is 
my niece, and she approached me earlier 
this year to see if I would ask the WWII 
veterans whom I know if 
any might volunteer to a taped interview by 
her class.  
   I put forward this invitation at a Purple 
Heart meeting, and two WWII veterans 
responded. One WWII veteran who 
responded was Mr. Harold Deane. He served 
with the 10th Combat Engineers in North 
Africa, Sicily, Italy, and Southern France, 
being wounded twice. He spent three years 
and three months overseas serving his 
country. Another WWII veteran who 
accepted the invitation was Mr. Lew Waters. 
He served as a B-17 tail-gunner assigned to 
the 20th Squadron, 2nd Bomb Group of the 
15th Air Force. He was stationed in Foggia, 
Italy, and flew 14 missions. He was also 
wounded twice, once over Vienna, Austria, 
and another time on a mission where they 
were listed as MIA. Both are Purple Heart 
recipients and both are good friends. 
   Darcy asked if I would also speak to her 
class, for she was aware that I was a Vietnam 
veteran, and that I had studied WWII 
extensively. I readily agreed, and her class 
submitted a list of questions to each of us 
prior to our appearances at Reid. 
   As a retired 8th grade teacher of 30+ years, 
I am probably more equipped than most to 
judge the atmosphere and the mood of the 
teachers, students, and administrators 
within a school building. I have never been 
more impressed than I was at Reid School.          
Upon entering the main office, I was greeted

It was the hearing of the approach of this 
dreaded visitor that induced so many 
citizens to take prompt action. In July of 
1832, citizens met to pass resolutions to 
clean the town of all filth and nuisances. It 
1832, this measure seemed to work and the 
town was spared. New Carlisle was not so 
fortunate and lost thirty-three of it's

*Cholera is a severe bacterial infection, which 
primarily affects the small intestine. The main 
symptoms include watery diarrhea and vomiting.

warmly by the principal and office staff. The 
principal, Pam Young, escorted me to Darcy's 
classroom where I was immediately 
introduced as "Uncle Randy." The students 
had previously asked Ms. Ark if they might 
also call me "Uncle Randy," and of course I 
agreed. 
   The students were respectful, well-
mannered, and not a whisper was heard 
during my entire interview. Afterward, the 
inclusion specialist in attendance confided in 
me that she was amazed at how attentive the 
students were. Their questions were 
thoughtful and respectful. Afterward, each 
student shook my hand and some even 
hugged me. Darcy took pictures of those who 
wanted a picture with me. 
   Harold, who turns ninety-five in a month, 
and his wife Betty, ninety-two, came to hear 
me speak, and the kids immediately made 
them feel at home. They asked them 
questions and talked with them both before 
and after I spoke. It was all good, and I was 
really proud of these kids! 
   Everything I experienced at Reid School was 
positive. I could see it in their eyes, their 
smiles, their manner, and hear it in their 
voices. I got these same impressions of the 
class and the school from Harold and Betty 
Deane, and also Lew Waters. On behalf of us 
veterans, I want to thank Ms. Darcy Ark and 
her students at Reid School for their interest 

in history, and their hospitality.
